No pre-seasonings or injections
Meat cannot leave once
inspected
Keep uncooked meat on ice;
cooked meat at 140°F+
Gloves required when handling
food
All fuel sources allowed (wood,
pellet, charcoal)

Disqualification for:
Undercooked meat
Incorrect number of pieces
Not using gloves
Unsafe or unclean workspace
Sculpting meat
Garnish or foreign objects in box

Site Requirements:
Can begin arriving as early as
1pm on Friday, October 3rd.
No smoking/tobacco in cooking
areas
Fire extinguisher required
